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Minutes of the meeting of the Skerne and Wansford Parish Council, which was held in the Wansford Village Hall on July 19 2011 at 7.30pm.
1 1 Present: Councillors Ian Lamble, Jackie Dobson, Neil Robson, Mark Padgett, Sue Waites, Caroline Harrison
2 Apologies: Coun Marian Terry, Coun Ann Stoney and East Riding councillors Jonathan Owen and Jane Evison.
3 Public session: There were no members of the public present.
4 Declarations of interest: Personal interest in the planning applications declared by Coun Lamble, whose employer is the owner of the premises subject to the applications, but not the applicant.
5 To confirm minutes of meeting held on June 21 2011 as a true and correct record: Members confirmed the minutes of the meeting as a true record. 
6 To dispose of any business remaining from the last meeting 
i   Skerne bus shelter dilapidations: The chairman had assessed the problems with the bus shelter, which he felt was structurally sound, although some planking needed replacing and the roof needed re-felting. Members debated whether anyone from Skerne would be willing to undertake the renovations. Coun Lamble said that he was willing to do the work involved.  Resolved: that the chairman obtain prices for the materials that would be needed. Proposed Coun Padgett, seconded  Coun Harrison
ii  Diamond Jubilee celebrations: Members accepted the posters designed by the clerk. Resolved: to hold a village meeting in Wansford Village Hall on Friday, September 30, subject to the hall’s availability. Proposed  Coun Harrison, seconded Coun Padgett. .Coun Harrison said she would photocopy the posters and flyers.
iii  Village Taskforce Walkabout/village clean up: A Taskforce update had indicated that all work should be completed by mid-October. Members agreed to put this matter on the September agenda to ascertain progress.
iv  Telephone kiosks renovations: A reply was awaited from BT. The clerk had chased up BT customer services and would do so again.
7 Election of representatives: 
i  Nafferton Feoffees – Coun Harrison, proposed Coun Robson, seconded Coun Padgett; Police and Communities Forum – Coun Dobson, proposed Coun Padgett; seconded Coun Harrison;
ii   Driffield Navigation – Coun Bryan Hills, subject to his consent, proposed Coun Dobson, seconded Coun Padgett..

8 Planning applications:
11/02461/STPLF – full planning permission for erection of replacement pig finishing unit (east building) at Skerne Hill pig unit, Driffield Road, Skerne, for Yorkwold Pigpro (and amended proposals).
11/02468/STPLF – full planning permission for erection of replacement pig finishing unit (west building) at Skerne Hill pig unit, Driffield Road, Skerne, for Yorkwold Pigpro (and amended proposals).

Resolved: to recommend approval of the plans, with no observations to make. Proposed Coun Robson, seconded Coun Waites.
9 Finance:
i   To receive bank reconciliation. Received.
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10 Administration: 
i  Resolved: to change bank mandate adding vice-chairman Coun Dobson, retaining Coun Lamble and Coun Hills and removing Coun Stoney, who stood down as vice-chairman at the May meeting. Proposed Coun Harrison, seconded Coun Padgett.
ii  Resolved: to appoint Coun Dobson and Coun Harrison to inspect the accounts on a meeting-by-meeting basis as per system of internal control adopted in January 2011. Proposed Coun Robson, seconded Coun Padgett.
11 Training:  
i   ERNLLCA Spring Conference. Clerk explained that the Standards Board was to be abolished under the provisions of the Localism Bill and that individual parish councils would adopt a Code of Conduct and administrate it. However it seemed likely that failure to declare an interest would become a criminal offence.
ii  Code of Conduct: Copies of the Code of Conduct were handed out to members.
iii  Planning training course – County Hall, July 26. Coun Lamble and Coun Padgett to attend.
12 Matters requested by councillors:

i  Village get-togethers at the Trout Inn. Members initially decided to try an institute a village get-together at the Trout Inn, Wansford, on the first Saturday of each month starting at 8pm. It was envisaged that the venture would be launched on Saturday October 1 with pre-publicity to be distributed around the villages. 
13 Highways: 
i   ERYC – introduction of 40mph speed limit on Driffield Road, Skerne. Noted.
14 To consider the following correspondence:
i  Letter of thanks from Skerne church for continued support for church yard maintenance. Noted.
ii  Letter of thanks from Wansford church for continued support for churchyard maintenance. Noted.
iii   Lissett Community Windfarm Fund annual review meeting at Skipsea in June - feedback from any attending councillors.  No-one had attended.
iv  Anti-Social Behaviour Team breakdown by town and parish council area. Noted.
v  Flood Liaison Group meeting agenda – June 24 2011. Noted.
vi  National Grid – consultation re carbon capture project. While appreciating that the risk to humans was low, members expressed concerns about the risks to farm animals, wildlife and the area’s ecology should a leak occur and would like more details concerning the risks. They felt that as the area was largely low-lying and wet the pipeline potentially posed particular problems not only because liquefied CO2 was highly corrosive when mixed with water but also, should any gas escape, being heavier than air it could accumulate in dips and hollows posing a threat to smaller wild and farm animals.
vii  Camra re campaign to keep Eagle Inn open and expressing dismay at Skerne and Wansford Parish Council’s recommendation to approve the application. The clerk read out amended planning responses and members felt that they reflected the feeling of the meeting that the site needed tidying up and reiterated those comments. They saw no reason to withdraw their support for the plans and decided there was no need to respond to the Camra letter.
viii  ERYC chairman Kay West – invitation to Yorkshire Day celebrations. Coun Lamble and Coun Dobson to attend.
ix  ERYC Village Taskforce update. Members decided to wait until the September meeting to see what progress had been made.
15 To note the following correspondence:  ERNLLCA newsletters and annual meeting; Sovereign Play Equipment; ERVAS survey – to be in by May 31, completed by clerk.; East Riding Age UK newsletter; J Parker wholesale Dutch bulbs. Noted.
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Coun Harrison informed the meeting that she had been to see Mr and Mrs Salter regarding the Mill Croft/B1248 dyke and they had expressed a willingness to both contact the ERYC about the work and pay for it. The matter to be placed on the agenda of the September meeting.
The clerk mentioned that information had been received from ERYC re Local Flood Mitigation Distribution Funding. Current details were sketchy but the item would be on the next agenda. Apparently the ERYC would be asking for suggestions for any flood measures in the area
