Driffield and Rural.  

With such low numbers each month it is pointless to look for meaning in percentages but I note that there has been an increase in shop thefts.  This is an area where we work closely with business owners to assist them in target-hardening their premises against theft and to advise on the effective use of CCTV to deter potential thieves.  We also conduct specific Operations against shop lifters, the results of which have been explained in the report.  This is not a victimless crime but impacts massively on shops and small businesses that may already be struggling in a difficult time for the High Street.
ASB has shown a significant reduction in June, this may be due to weather in combination with my team working closely with council Anti-Social Behaviour Officers to address poor behaviour in people.  It is not confined to “youths” as people often 
think. 

The rest of the categories are all around average with no specific spikes or tends that we can identify.

East Wolds and Coastal
The sexual Offences category has been higher year on year in 2019, due to the sharing of images of young people themselves amongst each other, however I am very pleased to note that we have had no reports in June.  Education is the key and my PCSO’s are constantly in schools, educating young people about the dangers of sharing things over the internet.
In general crime has reduced year to date but please do report crime so that we can have an accurate picture of what is happening and the resources we need to tackle it.

2. Crime Issues of particular note

Burglary of businesses has seen an increase over the past month.

Burglary of dwellings has stayed at a constant level of 5. Community officers have been carrying out actions under Operation GALLANT to nearby properties in an attempt to gather more evidence via door knocking and CCTV inquiries.

Theft has been on the increase again with 7 shop thefts reported in the last month. Driffield Shop watch continue to share and deter as much as they can.
Assaults have increased over the last month.   

3. Community Priorities
1) ASB in General – ASB continues within the town centre and North End Park area, with better weather and light nights, we are experiencing an increasing in groups of people congregating and being intimidating, sometimes drinking and causing ASB
.  
2) Rural Crime – The trend generally at this time of year are towards higher value thefts from  farms and rural businesses due to staff spending many hours in fields at harvest.  Rural crime is tackled next month with Officers conducting drop-ins to farms and businesses to offer advice on target hardening their assets. 

Fly tipping is still a focus, officers are still working alongside the East Riding Council Environmental teams to apprehend the culprits. 

3) Shop Theft- With more shop front displays that may be easy to target, along with the increase in reported incidents of this type of offence mean that this is now a priority.  We continue to patrol in a High Visibility manner on busy market days to deter any crime and provide support and reassurance to the public.  Also with specific intelligence on any offender we are able to target individuals to apprehend them and put them before the courts.  An important source of information on those people are that are involved in either stealing or selling on the stolen goods comes from the public.  Please contact us or ring Crimestoppers.    
4. Crime Reduction Advice
Driffield officers will be at Barclays bank on the first Thursday of every month between 1000x1200 to offer crime prevention advice and assist the bank with fraud and online scam advice. 

Community Officers from Driffield will be at the Driffield Town Council offices on Market Walk to offer crime prevention and policing matter advice to the public this is between 1000x1200. 

Driffield PCSO’s have now visited all 17 junior schools in the area and spoken to over 500 children regarding the Humberside Police Lifestyle campaign that starts on the 1st of July.  
Protect your home while you are on holiday. Don’t leave your house looking unoccupied

· Mow the lawn before you leave so that it doesn’t look like a meadow by the time you get back.

· Leave curtains and blinds open – nothing reveals that a house is unoccupied so much as curtains drawn during the day.

· Cancel milk and newspapers and any other regular deliveries.

· Ask a neighbour to remove free newspapers and post from your doormat if they can be seen through a glass panel or through the letterbox.

· Install a light on a timer switch that comes on in the evening. If you are using a light on a timer, don’t use it with a table lamp that can be viewed through a window – a dead giveaway.

Keep your valuables safe

· Keep valuables out of sight and don’t leave them where they can be seen through a window. 

· If you conceal valuables in your home, avoid obvious hiding places such as your sock drawer or in a fake food can in the kitchen – burglars are wise to this trick.

· Try not to leave anything you would hate to lose in the house while you are away

· Given that most burglars are opportunists and their motive is generally to get in, get something of value and then get out as fast as possible, your intruder might be encouraged to leave after finding a fake hoard rather than turning your house upside down to find anything of real value.

Don't tell everyone you're on holiday

· Don’t tell people outside immediate friends and family that you are going away or for how long.

· Don’t talk about your planned holiday on social media - you don’t know who can read your comments, or who they will tell.

Also take a look at www.actionfraud.police.uk. This is the central point for the public to report most types of fraud. The tricksters are becoming more inventive but you can protect yourself by following some basic rules. We urge you to take a look at the website that keeps up to date with the most recent scams. For those of you who would rather speak to a person Action Fraud encourage you to call 0300 123 2040 to either report or get advice about fraud or cyber crime.  

5. Meet your officers – 
Driffield officers will be attending the Barclays Bank on Market Place Driffield between 1000hrs and 1200hrs on the first Thursday of every month to give out fraud and general crime prevention advice along with the Barclays Bank staff. 
On the second Thursday of the month community officers will be at the Driffield Town Council Offices to provide crime prevention advice and speak to the public should they need any advice on policing matters?  
All other Thursdays during the Driffield Market a Community officer will be on patrol and available to speak to between 1100hrs and 1300hrs for advice and crime prevention.

Good News 

Over the recent months Driffield has suffered a spike in shop thefts, Community officers in Driffield have carried out CCTV enquiries and through theses a male was recognised from a press release. The male has since been charged with 5 shop thefts and a value of over £2000 worth of good stolen. 
Through grant funding a modern SID – speed identification device has been purchased, this will be used in the villages served by the Driffield Community team. The data will be then used to identify problems area within the community. This data can be forwarded to then team at Safer Roads Humber for further action if required.
